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This training offers the opportunity to experience this work at
Kasteel voor Bewustwording, a castle in the French Ardennes
that is often experienced as a mystical place, surrounded by
forests and open fields.

The site is intentionally dedicated to work with transition,
initiation and deep human encounter, and is used for
transtormational programs, retreats, systemic work, one-to-
one parent—child processes, and community gatherings.

The natural surroundings and the lived practice on site create a
grounded and supportive setting for learning and experiencing.
